Through the accident He
opened many doors for me to minister in many
churches. I saw my Lord manifest His strength
in my weakness day after day as I traveled in
ministry throughout the U.S. and hauled luggage
through international airports. By His grace not
one speaking engagement was cancelled.

Yes, beloved, my Lord heard my cry, and
many lives have been transformed by the way
He answered my prayers. Truly, God is faithful!
